	Overview
Bath Spa University Raising and Giving (RAG) aims to raise money through various events throughout the year and then donate the money to both local and national charities. It is the fundraising arm of the University’s Students’ Union where money can be raised through activities such as Raids, music nights, shows, sports events and your own ideas!
Bath Spa RAG gives you the opportunity to meet lots of new people, share experiences and have an exciting time!

Background:
Bath Cats and Dogs home is an animal rescue charity caring for over 350 pets – cats, dogs, rabbits, chickens and rodents.
It is one of the largest re-homing centres in the UK with over 3,000 unwanted cats, dogs and small animals relying upon them every year. 

They pride themselves on our strict non-destruction policy and aim to find every single animal a new loving home, no matter how long this may take.

At any one time they have approximately 130 dogs, 100 cats, 30 feral cats and a variety of small animals in our care.

They rely heavily upon the generosity of individuals, companies and groups to enable them to provide the care and support needed for unwanted local animals.

The running costs are in excess of £3,000 per day and are met through donations, sponsorships, charitable trusts, fundraising events and legacies.

Duties & Responsibilities:

The role of an ambassador will be to raise awareness of the charity’s work, aims and goals. This involves building relationships with current Bath Spa University students in order to explore new fundraising opportunities. As a branch of the ‘Raising and Giving Society’ RAG you will inspire students to get involved and raise money for Bath Cats and Dogs Home through events such as:
· RAIDS, which are charity street collections
· Sponsored events such as running, cracker eating or almost anything!

· Bands Nights
· Talent Shows etc 
The role is hands-on and often involves working as part of a team with other Bath Cats and Dogs Home ambassadors, the RAIDS officer and Social Secretary to ensure the smooth and efficient running of any RAG events. You will build up on current support so that RAG can evolve and carry on in future years. This may involve:
· motivating and facilitating supporters to maximise the funds they raise; 

· inspiring new supporters to raise money, while maintaining and developing             relationships with existing supporters;  

· developing new and imaginative fundraising activities, 

· raising awareness of the charity and its work,
· Organising fundraising activities alongside current SU activities. 

· Handling supporting materials such as posters, websites and newsletters to promote Bath Cats and Dogs Home and advertise any forthcoming events;   

· Finance – collecting donations and counting out any monies.

£3 will run a heat lamp for a sick animal for one week. £7 will buy kongs and activity balls to keep the dogs minds busy. £10 gives exercise equipment for a ferret or hamster. £12 will buy cream to stop white cats and dogs getting sunburn. £25 will provide a bed to keep an elderly dog warm or microchip a new animal
