	Overview
Bath Spa University Raising and Giving (RAG) aims to raise money through various events throughout the year and then donate the money to both local and national charities. It is the fundraising arm of the University’s Students’ Union where money can be raised through activities such as Raids, music nights, shows, sports events and your own ideas!
Bath Spa RAG gives you the opportunity to meet lots of new people, share experiences and have an exciting time!

Background 

The gateway club is a weekly youth club for disabled, disadvantaged and able bodied children from the Bath area.

They support children who for various reasons are unable to access other social and leisure activities within their community. This may be due to their physical and learning needs, social needs or financial needs. 

For many this is the only opportunity they have for a night out with their friends away from school or family and the only break their parents and carers have.

They are a registered charity, with no funds from the local authority, so are reliant on our own fundraising, donations and gifts in kind to continue providing this vital service.

They run an active programme of activities including: 

SPORTS, ARTS, CRAFTS, BOWLING, CINEMA, QUIZES, MUSIC, DANCE AND MUCH MORE 

The programme is aimed at meeting all the needs of our members and includes their suggestions and ideas as much as possible

Duties & Responsibilities:

The role of an ambassador will be to raise awareness of the charity’s work, aims and goals. This involves building relationships with current Bath Spa University students in order to explore new fundraising opportunities. As a branch of the ‘Raising and Giving Society’ RAG you will inspire students to get involved and raise money for the gateway club through events such as:

· RAIDS, which are charity street collections

· Sponsored events such as sports, auctions or almost anything!

· Bands Nights

· Talent Shows, Dance comps etc.
The role is hands-on and often involves working as part of a team with other Ambassadors, to ensure the smooth and efficient running of any RAG events. You will build up on current support so that RAG can evolve and carry on in future years. This may involve:

· motivating and facilitating supporters to maximise the funds they raise; 

· inspiring new supporters to raise money, while maintaining and developing             relationships with existing supporters;  

· developing new and imaginative fundraising activities, 

· raising awareness of the charity and its work,

· Organising fundraising activities alongside current SU activities. 

· Handling supporting materials such as posters, websites and newsletters to promote the gateway club and advertise any forthcoming events;

· Finance – collecting donations and counting out any monies
